4.  After your child is completes their dance, please meet them in the costume changing room, help

•  No food or drink is allowed in the Auditorium.  Please join us for refreshments after the 

program. 
•  To make sure everyone has a seat for the performance, please share your seat with small 

children and limit the number of people you invite to the show. 
• The auditorium holds approximately 1,000 people.  If every child brings 2 guests to the 
show, we would have 1,200 people attending.   
• It is a fire code violation to allow people to stand in the aisles. 

•  Fiesta Volunteers will be wearing neon yellow shirts to help answer any questions and assist 
in making the evening fun and successful! 

•  Fiesta DVD’s – This year, the filming of the Fiesta will be done by Family Ties Video
